2.1 ATTACHING OR CHANGING
THE ACCESSORY HEAD

For cleaning floors, you use the Kobold VB100

Cordless Vacuum Cleaner in combination with the

Kobold EBB100 Electric Brush.

1. Connect the attachment socket @ of the cordless
vacuum cleaner to the pivot on the electric brush

2. Make sure you hear the attachment socket click
into the pivot.

3. To remove the electric brush from the cordless
vacuum cleaner, press the button © located at
the bottom of the suction piece.

Once it is unlocked, you can remove the electric
brush from the cordless vacuum cleaner.

3.3.2 INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

Only use the ‘max’ suction power level for ex-
tremely dirty floors and carpets.
